National AFS Meeting Announcements

NPIC was successful at getting the 2011 bid for the National meeting in Seattle.  Great Job to Mark and Janet!  Julie received the AFS Best Paper Award in the North American Journal of Fisheries Management for 2006 at the meeting. Congratulations to Julie!!

Budget

2007 AGM profits consisted of $18,741 from registrations and $18,447 from sponsorships.  After subtracting meeting costs we profited $21,501 to date.  Sustainable Fisheries Foundation will receive half the profits as AGM co-conveners, and a check will be mailed based on a vote taken at the previous EXCOM meeting. There was a discussion on collecting unpaid registration fees and committed sponsorships, amounting to about $7,124. Julie and Eric will call registrants that didn’t pay and ask them to pay.

Eric asked that Julie to create a budget for (1) the entire year and (2) for the AGM.  

Committee Structure

Chris Sergeant has accepted the committee chair for the Student Involvement Committee.  Paul Schlenger and Erin Lowry have offered to help.  It was suggested that Eric send an email through the listserve requesting help on various committees.

Eric stated that he would like to revise the committees.  He will send out a draft to have ExCom review.  Keith volunteers to be on the Bylaws Review Committee. 

Planning 2008 AGM

Planning has begun for the annual meeting.  Both the location and date were discussed. Larry looked at venues including the Skagit Community College, Western Washington University, and Semiahmoo Resort. Larry stated that the colleges were very booked up while school was in session but the 3rd week in March (during springbreak) there was availability.  He has not heard back from Semiahmoo.   Chris S. checked with UW students and last week of February or 1st week of March works well with their schedules.    

Julie voiced the importance of having student involvement and that we need to consider the students schedules before committing to a time and place.  This is particularly important for rebuilding the Chapter and for increasing our joining fee of $5 this past year.

It was mentioned that the bi-annual Chum and Pink Workshop will be convening in Bellingham the third week of March.  Eric said he would call and ask more details and see if they are interested in co-convening.  There was mention that Jeff Hard may be a good contact.

Larry had begun forming the Planning committee for the meeting.  So far on the committee are: Eric, Jim, Larry, and Julie.  Please let Larry know if you are interested in helping.
