Announcements

Eric will be gone until the 31st of this month.  Larry decided that the ExCom would approve the last meeting minutes at the next conference call.

Past President

The ExCom discussed the candidates for the Steering Committee.  They will continue to discuss possible candidates and plan to advise the president.

Vice President 

Jim researched awards for the upcoming AGM.  He looked into past awards that have been awarded to recipients at past NPIC annual meetings.  He will write up a description of each award and be asking for nominations. This should go out with the second call for papers and/or as a listserve notice.

Secretary/Treasurer

Julie described the no risk CD through Bank of America.  This is an option for NPIC to increase the interest rate of their monies. There is a minimum of $5,000 but no penalty for withdrawing the funds after 6 working days. 

Motion: Keith moved to put $20,000 of North Pacific International Chapter’s money into a CD.  Bill seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  Julie will work with Keith and the bank to get to money transferred into a CD.  Julie will inform Eric of details.

General ExCom
